   The Bishop's Committee is committed to moving forward with the mission and vision of St. Andrew's. 
This includes maintaining our strong commitment to Peace and Justice issues. As announced previously, 
we chose to support the Diocesan Mission project this year which is Mama Ada's Foundation in Kenya 
"Seeds and Scholarships" basically growing food and growing youth.  http://mamaadafoundation.org/      
To support this mission project, it was decided to use the funds raised from the Brat Sale this year͓        
JC Curtis and Ken Oliver are coordinating this effort. 
 
The Bishop's Committee also decided to have a fundraiser be taking family photos when the new directory photos are 
taken for those who are interested in this. Traci Reynolds has agreed to co-chair the family photo effort and we are 
looking for a partner to assist her with this project as well as photographers. The monies from this project will also 
support the Diocesan Mission Project. 
 
Looking ahead to next year, we wanted to have a local project--supporting the Fourth Street Apartment Project that is 
being done by the Duluth coalition that includes CHUM, 1 Roof, and Center City Housing. To this end, we talked about 
the possibility of a "Bridge to Home" walk run to raise money for this very important housing effort. We are looking 
for co-chairs and other interested people in starting the planning for such an effort.  
 
The Bishop's Committee is also tackling the infrastructure of St. Andrew's ͓ building on the work that was started 
last year. We are looking at the activities of the church, including committees, etc. We will continue doing this hard 
work this summer. We are committed to moving St. Andrew's forward and not losing the momentum that has started 
under Fr. Theo's and the Bishop's Committee leadership. You will be hearing more about these efforts as we go      
forward.
